The scholarships are offered for the following institutions and academic programs and are
offered in these countries.

The following academic programs are not eligible for scholarships: business administration,
plastic surgery, accounting, marketing, dentistry and advertising, and related areas.

If the graduate studies program requires a preparatory of introductory course, the student
must cover the cost, as it is not included in the Ministry of Foreign Affairs/ AMEXCID
scholarship. The scholarship begins with the first academic term (quarter, trimester,
semester), after the student successfully completes the preparatory course, if required.
