Confucius Institutes Scholarship Program

In order to promote and maintain the sustainable development of Confucius
Institutes and the teaching of Chinese 10 speakers of other languages, the Hanban
initiated the Confucius Institute Scholarship Program. Under this scholarship program,
all international students, scholars and teachers who teach Chinese as second lan guage
are encouraged to come to China for short-term intensive training programs or for the
professional master degree in Teaching Chinese to Speakers of Other Languages
(MTSCOL).

Since 2009, NWU has enrolled 218 Confucius Scholarship candidates.

The details of 2016 Confucius Scholarship Program are:

L Applicants Requirements

1. Non-Chinese citizens in good health,

2. Aged between 16 and 35 (Chinese language teachers in post shall be aged
below 45),

II. Scholarship Categories:

L. Scholarship for Master's Degree in Teaching Chinese to Speakers of
Other Languages (MTCSOL) Students

This category provides a sponsorship for 2 academic years, Applicant should
own a bachelor’s degree or its equivalent, a minimum score of 180 in HSK Test
(Level 5), and a minimum score of 50 in HSKK Test (Intermediate Level). Applicant
who is able to provide the employment agreement or certification upon finishing the
study from designated workin g institutions is preferred.

2. Scholarship for One-Academic-Year Study Students

This category provides a sponsorship for 11 months. Application is open to
Confucius Institute ( Classroom) students, overseas Chinese language teachers,
Chinese language major students and excellent performers in HSK test. International
students who are now studying in China are not eligible for the scholarship, Applicant

should have a minimum score of 1 80 in HSK Test (Level 3), and 60 in HSKK test




(Beginner Level). Alternatively, applicant should hold a minimum score of 180 in
BCT (A), and a minimum score of 180 BCT (Speaking).
3. Scholarship for One-Semester Study Students

This category provides a sponsorship for 5 months. Applicant should have no
prior experience of studying in China, but have a minimum score of 120 in HSK Test
(Level 2), and a minimum score of 40 in HSKK (Beginner Level). Alternatively,
applicant should have a minimum score of 100 in BCT (A), and a minimum score of
120 in BCT (Speaking)
