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Background & Objective

In Thailand, the National Energy Policy Council (NEPC) approved the outline of the National
Energy Plan in August 2021, which aims to achieve carbon neutrality by 2065-2070. The Power
Development Plan 2015-2036, PDP2015, and its revision PDP2018 set a target of 20% for
renewable energy deployment by 2036. Following initiatives in the power sector over the next
10 years are listed to achieve the above targets including carbon neutrality, in Thailand.

Increase the renewable energy share in the power sector by 50%
Promote the use of electric vehicles (EVs)

Upgrading the Grid System

Deregulation to increase power producing consumers (prosumers)

On the other hand, the Institute of Energy Economics, Japan (IEEJ) understands current PPA
(Power Purchase Agreement) in Thailand is based on “Firm” power output when access to the
EGAT, PEA or MEA power grid. IEEJ also understands commercial scale “prosumer”, which will be
introduced in Thailand, needs deregulation including Off-site PPA.

In this workshop, the Department of Alternative Energy Development and Efficiency (DEDE) in
Thailand and IEEJ agree to focus on Off-site PPA system including PV reverse flow, to provide
related information to the expansion of renewable energy, which will be required in Thailand for
the goals of "carbon neutrality" in 2050 and "net zero emissions" by 2065.
